Forest, lawn care, right-of-way, golf
course, and structural pest control
applicators.



How many HDPE containers?

USEPA estimates that more than 43
million HDPE containers are used
every year in the USA.

Burning on the farm.
Disposal in landfills.
Burying in the “Back 40.”
Unsafe reuse



What is the ACRC?

A tax exempt corporation with a not for profit
purpose formed in 1992.

Funded by agricultural crop protection product
manufacturers and distributors who sell crop
protection products in HDPE containers

Facilitates and manages the collection and
recycling of one-way HDPE crop protection and
other specialty pesticide containers.

The ACRC Container
Stewardship Program

Funds nationwide container recycling program

Hires contractors (5) to collect and granulate
triple-rinsed HDPE containers from users &
applicators.

Oversees recycling of recovered HDPE.

ldentifies and certifies processors and end users.

Researches new uses for recovered plastic.



Pesticide Containers Included

80% Jugs (< 2.5 gal)- Blow molded fractional
melt HDPE

5% Pails (5 gal) Injection grade- M.I. of 6.0 to 8.0

10% Drums_ (30-55 gal)- High molecular weight

The ACRC has addressed a primary concern of pesticide
users and regulators: Responsible container stewardship




ACRC Sustainability
Initiatives

Full time Executive Director hired in 2006 to develop new
business models.

Improve operational efficiencies, reduce program costs,
Improve service starting in 2007.

Cultivate competition for service contracts.
Share plastic value revenue

ACRC has requested an EPA federal rule that requires
all reqistrants to recycle . Rule to be published late 2007.




The Challenges Going Forward

 Increasing service costs; e.g. diesel
 Reduced membership/funding base

 Non-member containers increasing
market share

* Limited outlets for recovered plastic
* “Free riders”




How You Can Help

 Processors and end users : consider buying
and using ACRC plastic

e Local and state government
— Ban burning and landfilling of pesticide containers

— Only purchase crop protection products from
companies that support recycling

— Encourage purchase of recycled products made
with pesticide container PCR; e.g. drainage pipe

— Work with ACRC to expand infrastructure in NY!
